MINUTES

Members Present:  Chairwoman Tara Liskov, James J. Cebulski, Joan Hammill, 
Jeannine C. Stauder, Arthur A. Kukla, Antonio Petitti, Laura Ponzio, and Carol 
Porrata-Elstein 
 
Also Present:  Sue Horton, Library Director 
 
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairwoman Tara Liskov. 
 
Approval of Minutes:  Motion made by Arthur Kukla and seconded by Laura Ponzio 
to approve the minutes of September 11, 2013.  Vote was unanimous.  Motion 
carried. 
 
Director’s Report:  Library Director Sue Horton discussed the Connecticut State 
Library Newsletter.  She also discussed the 3D Printer demonstrations and 
incorporating the STEM program into school systems.  It was also noted that the 
Fairchild Association will be receiving the Association of Connecticut Library Boards 
(ACLB) Award for Outstanding Board Service at the October 25th conference in West 
Hartford for funding the Creators’ Corner and the 3D Printer. 
 
Ms. Horton also noted that the Fairchild Association successfully held an open house 
on Saturday, September 28th to highlight changes in the building, to introduce the 
new staff members, Sue King and Katharine Farley, and to introduce the Creators’ 
Corner and its teen volunteers to the community. 
 
Library staffing was also discussed, as well as advertising for positions. 
 
Treasurer’s Report:  Mr. Petitti discussed the Larry Heimann Fund, and the 
accumulation of interest from 1983 to the present.  He explained that certain 
portions of the data related to the fund are computerized, while others are filed on 
paper.  He discussed the present value of the fund now, and noted that everything is 
in line for the month.  Mr. Heimann’s intentions were discussed, and his wishes will 
be honored in regard to yearly book purchasing.  A letter will be sent to Mr. 
Heimann. 
 
Major withdrawals and expenditures were discussed, as well as yearly percentages.  
Mr. Kukla noted special expenditures and mentioned the portion of the Bylaws 
pertaining to these expenditures.  It was noted that the Fairchild Branch is doing 
well, and the MakerBot was discussed further. 
 



 

Ms. Liskov mentioned the possibility of eliminating the Board Treasurer position 
when we next have elections.   
 
Fairchild Branch:  Mr. Cebulski discussed the recent Open House, and the 
demonstrations of the MakerBot 3D Printer.  There were many volunteers present 
as well as professional staff, making for a successful presentation and an overall 
benefit to the community.  The new room was also discussed.  He noted that it was a 
well-attended event. 
 
Old Business:  Ms. Porrata-Elstein discussed the signage in the parking lot.  The 
handicap signs are to come down within the next week.  She spoke to facilities 
manager Allen White, and further signage was not recommended.   
 
The ACLB Conference will be held on Friday, October 25, 2013, and several Board 
members and Library staff will be attending. 
 
New Business:  Mr. Kukla discussed the possibility of a Board retreat to be held in 
the Spring.  The issue will be tabled and brought to attention in future meetings.  Re-
appointments for the Board were also discussed. 
 
Chairwoman Tara Liskov mentioned Mr. Klem and his wife, Rosalind.  Ms. Horton 
noted that a remembrance luncheon was recently held for her. 
 
Motion made by Carol Porrata-Elstein and seconded by Jeannine Stauder to have the 
Board approve $200.00 worth of food items from Board funds in memory and honor 
of Mr. Bernard Klem’s wife, and in appreciation of his continued service.  Vote was 
unanimous.  Motion carried.  
 
Ms. Ponzio discussed the success of the Friends Book Sale.  Another sale is planned 
for November. 
 
There being no further business to discuss, a motion was made by Carol Porrata-
Elstein and seconded by Arthur Kukla to adjourn the meeting at 8:05 p.m.  Vote was 
unanimous.
