Trumbull High School Building Committee Update:

» Punch-List: Mr. John Barbarotta reported they are proceeding with the punch list. At one point it was
down to 6 pages, the punch list was reviewed by the new project manager and increased to 30 pages. It
has since been cut in half. Mr. J. Barbarotta indicated for Mr. Palmieri the growth of the punch list is due
to there being more finished areas.

» Summer Work: The summer work will start on June 22™ and will be completed on August 15, 2103.

» Budget: Mr. J. Barbarotta will have the Mr. Holmes forward the budget report to the council clerk after
the meeting.

» Commissioning: Mr. J. Barbarotta reported to Mr. Meisner the commissioning had begun [1/2 months
ago and is approximately 65% through the system. 275 deficiencies have been identified, most are
minor, but all have to be addressed and fixed before they will sign off as being complete. The
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commissioning agents have not been on site for two weeks because they need the sub-contractors to
catch up. They are in discussion with O&G with regard to having found so many deficiencies and the
possibility of the commissioning being over budget. O&G will hold there sub-contractor responsible for
whatever overage there is for the commissioning agent. The preliminary budget number is $24,000.
AFB has been the middle man, referee and has provided access during this process. Mr. Meisner noted
this is a good example of why the owner’s representative is needed on site looking after the Town’s best
interests. Mr. J. Barbarotta explained to the Chair that 275 deficiencies is a medium-high number and is
not an outrageous number. The hot water issue is a plumbing issue not commissioning. The engineer is
looking into the hot water issue.

Concession Stand: Mr. J. Barbarotta indicated to Mr. Basbagill the concession stand has been worked on
steadily. It is not a THSBC project; it is a Dept. of Public Works’ project. Mr. Marsilio met with the
school two weeks ago and they were happy with everything to date. It is his understanding that the plan
is to have the concession stand completed by the start of the next football season.

Committee Report: The Finance Committee met on May 29, 2013 and voted 4-1 (Against: Tesoro) to amend
to $5,615,000 and as amended 4-1 (Against: Tesoro).

The Chair recognized the amendment in committee.

Moved by Mr. London, seconded by Mr. Scinto to amend the resolution to $5,615,000.

Mr. Meisner noted that the rounding of $5,000 per the bond counsel should read $5,610,000.
Mr. London withdrew his motion.

Moved by Mr. London, seconded by Mr. Palmieri to amend the resolution to $5,610,000.
VOTE: Motion CARRIED 12-3 (AGAINST: Tesoro, DelVecchio and Whitmoyer)

Atty. Fasi indicated for Mr. Jenkins that road paving is a straight forward bond capital expense. Many
communities have a road improvement program they adopt annually. Mr. DelVecchio spoke against
bonding roads; the cost is commensurate with petroleum. Roads are a maintenance item. The Library boiler
should not be included in the CIP. Mr. Jenkins noted that roads paved through a maintenance plan are not
always able to be paved on a timely basis depending upon the budget set and bonding the paving of the
roads sometimes includes bonding some that may not have a 20-year life.

Atty. Fasi stated if there are multiple roads being done from multiple sources of dollars it may be difficult to
track bond dollars to a specific road Ms Tesoro requested that Mr. Marsilio to compare the 2 schedules for
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that certain roads on last year’s list had not been tested therefore they would not be paved and he also stated
that they would be paved in the future. Ms. Tesoro questioned Roosevelt Road being listed on the 2012-
2103 schedule at $267,274 and is now again on the current CIP bond for $250,000. Ms. Pires indicated that
they will look at this schedule further and will compare what was approved and what was paved. The whole
$267,000 was not used for Roosevelt and is shown on the schedule; it will be put through the WPCA
budget. The Chair indicated Roosevelt was discussed in committee and believes that is one of the roads that
had problems and had not been paved. Ms. Tesoro stated she would not be voting in favor of this resolution
because it is a process issue, this should have come through the BOF and the Town Council before it was
approved by the WPCA. There are roads that were done in other projects that should be done before the
North Nichols roads are completed. The roads that were done first should be repaved first. There are other
items in the CIP that should not be bonded.

Attorney Fasi explained to Mr. Meisner that the Town has a favorable credit rating. There is a refinancing
resolution on this agenda and one to come in the fall; these will reduce the Town’s debt service. Ms. Pires
indicated the Town is at 8% of the Town’s expenditures; it is the Town’s policy to stay within 10%. Atty.
Fasi agreed that 10% is the correct percentage to stay within and noted that it is an ordinary number to use.

Committee Report: The Finance Committee met on May 29, 2013 and voted to send without
recommendation 3-2 (AGAINST: Deyoe and LeClair).

The Chair noted the Finance Committee minutes should read as Tax Collector not Tax Assessor.

= Mr. Lavernoich explained to Mr. Meisner the funding comes from an investor pool put together
by the authority, (financial markets). In many cases they are the people who invest in long term
bonds, they will buy the bonds form the authority. The authority currently is issuing short term
notes. Eventually when the program has more borrowers they will issue long term bonds. Those
proceeds will be used to lend to the property owners who participate in the program. The Town
is not involved in the debt. The program is voluntary. When an application is submitted the
authority has to make the determination whether the applicant will save more in energy
efficiency every year of their participation than the cost they will incur with the debt service.
This has nothing to do with the Town’s debt, the underwriting or the status of bonds the Town
may issue. The authority will tell the Tax Collector how large the assessment should be on the
properties that are participating in the program. The apphicant will pav thic on annual basis: the
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10.

pursue collection on those who cannot pay, but the authority will bear the costs of that burden.
The Town will bill the authority for any costs it incurs due to the collection and the authority has
the option of assigning the collection to its self or a third party.

= Ms. Wang indicated the Tax Collector’s concern was with the time that would be expended by
her department; the agreement includes the provision for a separate agreement between the
authority and the Town to reimburse the costs of the collection. If they find that the program is
too burdensome the Town can either terminate the agreement or enter into a separate agreement.
The administrative burden could be relieved by adding another module to the software the Tax
Collector currently uses. There would be no reimbursement for that whether they could seek
reimbursement is still open for discussion.

=  Mr. Lavernoich explained the benefit to the Town is with the property owners investing in the
properties. It will make the property more attractive to the tenants and the potential tenants. It is
possible a-by-product of the program will generate more tax revenue. Not every energy
efficiency improvement will automatically increase the assessment of the property.

= Mr. Lavernoich indicated to Mr. Whitmoyer the Town does reserve the right to terminate the
agreement but will only terminate in the sense that there will be no new applicants added to the
program. The assessments will still need to be collected from the previous applicants for the
remainder of the program.

= Mr. Lavernoich confirmed for Palmieri this program will offer opportunities to market the town
as a green community.

= Mr. Lavernoich explained to Mr. Meisner the underlying belief of this program is the shared risk
of the investor pool that buys the bonds of the authority would be spread over many properties
and will reduce the risk for the investor pool. This will make them willing to lend their money to
the authority at a lower rate.

VOTE: ADOPTED 14-1-1 (AGAINST: Waizenegger) (ABSTENTION: Ciocci)

Committee Report: The Legislation & Administration Committee met on May 28, 2013 and voted to send

without recommendation 4-1 (AGAINST: Jankovic-Mark)

Moved by Mr. Palmieri, seconded by Mr. Meisner to enter into Executive Session for the purpose of
discussing pending litigation and contract negotiation with the full Town Council and the First Selectman
Herbst present. *The Chair Voted. VOTE: Motion FAILED 9-8 (2/3 vote was necessary).

First Selectman Herbst explained Grant Thormton was chosen based upon a formalized RFP (Request for
Proposal), dated February 27, 2013 with a due date of March 13, 2103. This was on the Town’s website.
Four (4) responses were reccived, An Audit Committee was formed. Members of the committee are as
follows:

BoE member Rosemary Seaman, Chief of Staff Elaine Wang, Town Councilman Ann Marie Evangelista,
BoF Chairman Elaine Hammers, Town Internal Auditor James Henderson, THS Principal Dr. Tremaglio
and Town Attorney Dennis Kokenos as members.

The committee interviewed all of the candidates and unanimously agreed upon two companies. Grant

Thornton and Wemstem Anastasio. Grant Thomton was the low b1dder F irst Selectman Herbst, Town
W"Qhe and THSRC
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either of the two firms was more than qualified, and recommended Grant Thornton, the low bidder. Grant
Thornton’s proposal was $65,000 and Weinstein and Anastasio was $98,970.

First Selectman Herbst stated on 10-18-2012 the BoE through Superintendent Iassogna sent a
communication, a motion adopted by the BoE expressing frustration with the project to parties involved in
the THS renovation. First Selectman Herbst read the motion as signed by the Superintendent and adopted by
the BoE the council. The frustration with the project precedes the date the auditor bids were sought. Later
that year there was a letter distributed by the Trumbull Education Association expressing their concerns
over the condition of the building and the direction of the project. Early in the fall of 2012 he had
communicated to the superintendent that he felt it was important to audit the project, to make sure if there
were any issues with design and/or construction that they would be in front of those before the project was
completed. The superintendent at one of the BOE meetings had spoken to the BoE that the conversation
regarding the audit had taken place and indicated support of the audit. One of the BoE members made a
decision to be on the Audit Committee based on the meeting’s discussion. There was a consensus to support
the audit and proceed. This meeting is part of the process; the Town Council will consider adopting this
resolution. All present want to make sure the project gets completed and the Town has a quality end result.
The THS renovation is the largest capital project in the history of Trumbull.

First Selectman Herbst indicated to Mr. London there had been discussion about possibly conducting the
audit after the project had been completed. The concern was if there were many items found they would not
be in a position to correct them. There is a volume of information and anticipates that the audit will take
some time, interviews will take place in order to get a proper assessment. The audit will take longer than 90
days. The THS project is expected to be completed by the fall.

Mr. London suggested the contract have a fixed dollar amount and requested that Ms. Parente speak to this.
Ms. Parente explained the process and noted that the proposal dated March 6, 2013 outlines the audit as
follows:
= First Phase - Planning Stage - Sit down with Town Officials and conduct interviews. Documents will
be assessed, (where they are, being maintained and the accessibility thereof).
= Preliminary Investigative Stage - Look at documents and conduct interviews and will be predicated
on availability. The timeline will depend on the availability of the interviewees and the accessibility
of the documents.
= Risks will be identified. There are mountains of documents and contracts. They will not be looking
at every document. They do have a construction professional with an engineering background on
their team.
= The culmination of the process - An oral report will be given and based on the advice of counsel
they may put that into written form.

Mr. Palmieri stated that most people are in favor of the audit but it is the process that is open for discussion
and questioned why there has not been an audit on the North Nichols project first. First Selectman Herbst
stated the North Nichols project has had a very detailed level of review. Every dollar is accounted for in that
project. Tighe & Bond has made sure that change orders and invoices have been properly documented.
Contract 3 had an audit and resulted in a series of findings and recommendations of what not to do on
Contract 4. The recommendations were implemented. There are multiple schools in Town that are older
than THS, work will need to be done on them in the future. The Town needs a clear way to handle capital
projects of this magnitude in a way that the taxpayers are comfortable and confident. First Selectman Herbst
was not in favor of a $73 million project or to take on that type of debt. This audit is critical to find if
went wrong and to correct it betore the project i finished and to have g phanfrecommendation fhr
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as supplemental or out of the project’s contingency. That will be the Town Council’s decision. The audit is a
project associated cost and it would be appropriate to use the contingency. The time frame of the contract
approval would be in the next 3-4 weeks and a 90-day start to finish for the audit which would be right at
the end of September with a meshing of the project completion.

Ms. Parente confirmed for Mr. London that it is possible that the THSBC would be interviewed and that if
someone serves on the Town Council and the THSBC that it is possible they would be interviewed. The
draft contract does include a fixed cost. Mr. London stated the draft does include language that suggested
that it could go beyond the $65,000. Ms. Parente clarified that the draft contract is a fixed cost and would
not go beyond the $65,000 unless the Town was to request it to. First Selectman Herbst further explained
that if in discovery they find something that may expand the scope of the audit it would come back to the
Town Council for approval before moving forward.

Mr. Basbagill stated that he would abstain from the vote based on having received the draft contract this
evening.

Ms. Tesoro stated she had issues with the process; her number one concern has always been making sure the
project gets finished. (Mr. LeClair left the meeting at 10:19 p.m.) Ms. Tesoro does not have a problem with
performing the audit and added that there should be an audit of the North Nichols project as well. Ms.
Tesoro does not remember the BoE ever having supporting this forensic audit, she had a conversation with
Mr. Iassogna with regard to the THS Audit Committee and he was not aware of that committee. (Mr.
LeClair returned to the meeting at 10:21 p.m.) Ms. Tesoro spoke against the timing of the audit and wants to
make sure the project is completed. This could cause problems with the CM, architects and reimbursement.
Mr. Donofrio had indicated to her he did not believe the audit would jeopardize the reimbursement. Ms.
Tesoro spoke against that this council would not go into Executive Session to find out what the pending
claims are. The THSBC did go into Executive Session at their last meeting.

(Mr. Basbagill, Mr. Jenkins, and Mr. Ciocci left the meeting at 10:23 p.m.) Mr. DelVecchio and Mr. Scinto
left the meeting at 10:24 p.m.) (Mr. Basbagill and Mr. Ciocci returned to the meeting at 10:24 p.m.)

The Chair called a RECESS at 10:24 p.m.

The Chair called the meeting BACK TO ORDER at 10:26 p.m.

(Mr. Scinto returned to the meeting at 10:27 p.m.)

First Selectman Herbst stated the audit was discussed at a BOE meeting. The Asst. Superintendent was in
the office when he had the conversation with the Superintendent about the audit when he offered his support
for the audit. The First Selectman also notified Mr. lassogna that he had asked Dr. Tremaglio to serve on the
THS Audit Committee. Change orders are currently being discussed with the THSBC attorney and the
THSBC. When a project goes above the 5% threshold there is a risk of compromising the reimbursement.
The committee minutes indicate the State is giving Towns the option of conducting their own audits. It is
important to know how the taxpayers’ money has been spent.

Mr. DelVecchio spoke against bonding the audit and spoke in favor of paying for it with a supplemental and
adding language to the contract to not exceed the $65,000.

Moved by Mr. DelVecchio, seconded by Mr. Palmieri to add the following language to end of the
resolution: “at a cost not to exceed $65,000 unless approved by the Trumbull Town Council”.
VOTE: Motion CARRIED 12-1-3 (AGAINST: LeClair) (ABSTENTION: Blose, Basbagill and Tesoro)




spoke in favor it beginning October 1*. There is urgency due to the NEASC review starting in October. Mr.
Jenkins stated that everyone had the best of intentions. If there were mistakes made it was nobody’s intent.
First Selectman Herbst stated the building needs to be opened mid-August and suggested that August
involve strictly the preliminary phase of the audit and not beginning interviews until the school is open, with
only some review beginning in August.

Ms. Parente explained for Mr. Blose her experience has been in government, not for profit, for profit and
environmental, none were specifically a school. Ms. Parente further explained the audit is an investigative
audit. There are issues with the project; the audit will identify the issues and what to do differently in the
future. There is a construction professional on the team (sub-contractor) and will be primarily working with
her. His resume is on page 7 of the proposal. Mr. Blose spoke in favor of the proposal and noted that letter
is fair. Ms. Parente confirmed the cost of the sub-contractor is included in the $65,000. Mr. Blose explained
to Mr. DelVecchio that in his experience it is difficult to estimate time spent on a proposed audit and would
expect it would need to go beyond the initial scope. Mr. DelVecchio spoke in favor of a motion to amend
the resolution with a start of Oct. 1**. Ms. Tesoro agreed with Mr. DelVecchio. Mr. A. Barbarotta stated that
he would welcome an audit and his company would do everything to support the audit and would provide
all documentation. He shares the frustrations with the project. He supports Mr. Jenkins. The THSBC has
worked on this project for 8 years and spoke against that the THSBC was not involved in this process. The
project is under budget, there are things that are not finished that they could use the money for. He spoke in
favor of finishing the project and allowing the NEASC review to begin and then auditing the project. In
thirty years he has never seen a forensic audit done on a project like this. Mr. A. Barbarotta indicated to Mr.
Meisner that AFB has not been paid since January and will continue to work on this project until
completion; he will open his office and his books for the audit at no additional cost. Mr. Meisner is
concerned with the potential additional costs of the audit that would be coming out of the project’s budget,
the CM contingency is not available to the owner and money needs to keep separate for any future claims.

Ms. Parente explained for Mr. Whitmoyer the examinations/interviews are voluntary and would have
potential limitations to records or because someone refused to speak with them. There may be gaps. This is
typical outside litigation. First Selectman Herbst stated there are two options for finding the audit:

=  From the bond authorization - It is a project cost

= A supplemental appropriation because it is not a reoccurring cost.

Mr. Whitmoyer spoke against using the bond authorization for this.

Mr. Palmieri moved seconded by Mr. Jenkins should the resolution pass that the resolution that it would go
to the BOF as a supplemental.

The Chair stated it could not be approved in that order. The Town Council cannot take an action that is
subject to BOF approval. The resolution has to be voted on in the manner it is presented. The resolution is
not a financial resolution it is a resolution approving the auditor. The cost of the audit would be paid out of
the bonding authorization. All of the expense on any bonded expenditure is first paid out on bond
anticipation notes, it is a borrowing, and before it gets bonded there could be a proposal sent to the BOF to
pay for this audit as a supplemental. There is time to convert the manner of paying. It would need to be
brought to the BOF by a BOF member or the First Selectman. First Selectman Herbst stated the resolution
could be tabled until July to see if it could put on the BOF agenda, but if they do not approve the
supplemental, the Town Council should prepared to pay for it with the contingency. Mr. Ciocci spoke in
favor of the resolution being sent back the Education.

Mr. Palmieri withdrew his motion.

Exchange Act Rule 15¢2-12, as amended, as may be necessary, appropriate or desirable to effect
the sale of the bonds and notes authonzed by this resolution.



Section 5. The Town Officials are authorized to combine with the issue of refunding
bonds herein authorized, bonds for any other purpose which the Town has authorized but, as of
the issue date of the applicable series of refunding bonds, are unissued, including any bonds
authorized subsequent to the date of adoption of this resolution. Solely in connection with such
combined issue, the Town Officials in addition to the authority conferred upon them by any bond
resolution authorizing the issue of the bonds to be combined into one issue with the refunding
bonds, are hereby delegated the authority to enter into contracts of purchase for such bonds and
to determine their interest rate, and to exercise with respect to such combined issue of bonds the

authority herein conferred.

Section 6. The Town Officials are hereby authorized on behalf of the Town to enter
into contracts and to execute and deliver certificates necessary, appropriate or advisable in their
determination to consummate the issuance of the bonds and the transactions authorized herein.

Section 7. This Resolution shall remain in full force and effect until repealed by the
Town Council.

Section 8. It is hereby found and determined that it is in publie interest to issue all, or a
portion of, the Bonds, Notes or other obligations of the Town as qualified private activity bonds,
or with interest that is includable in gross income of the holders thereof for purposes of federal
income taxation. The Town Officials are hereby authorized to issue and utilize without further
approval any financing alternative cwurrently or hereafter available to municipal governmients
pursuant to law including but not limited to any “tax credit bonds”™ or “Build America Bonds”

including Direct Payment and Tax Credit versions.

Town of Trumbull Written Procedures with respect to Tax Exempt Bond Post Issuance

Compliance

l. Identify bond financed property.

a.

The Town of Trumbull {the “Town™) will keep a list of all bond financed
property, each bond issue that finances its acquisition or improvement, and the
last maturity of each such issue.

The Town’s financial software may be utilized through filtering for bond financed
property to create the list. The software may be further filtered to include the last
maturity of bonds issued to finance the property. The property list will be
maintained on file with the finance office and will be updated with cach issue of
tax exempt bonds, notes or other obligations.

Each transaction or contract involving town property will be referred to the
finance office to determine if it involves bond financed property.

Each contract involving bond financed property “use rights”, e.g. a lease or sale of
the bond financed property, its management or other contract that confers rights in
the property with respect to use, ownership, management, rcvenue sharing, or
special cntitlements, will be reviewed with bond counsel prior to entering into the
contract. Examples include school cafeteria management contracts, concession
stands at town facilities, cell phone tower land leases, haying or mowing rights,
parking rights, cconomic development agreements and special pricing for sewer
or water facility use that is not generally available to the same class of users.
Contracts involving maintenance, repair, cleaning or other arrangements
incidental to Town ownership are not considered to involve use rights.

Each Department Head in Town will be provided a list of the bond financed
property within the ambit of his/her department, and instructed that any contract
involving use rights with respect to property on the list is to be brought to the
attention of the Director of Finance prior to being entered into.

2. Bond Proceeds.

it has or will have met any rebate expenditure rcquirement as of the ensuing
ebruary, such February calculation need not be performed. In addition, the
Town will review and make a record of its expenditures for all prior issues for
which proceeds are unexpended simultaneously with each issuance of bonds.
With each Town calculation of expended and unexpended proceeds, the Town
will determine whether its expenditures are in compliance with the rebate
cxpenditure exception applicable to such issue, if any. If expenditures do not
meet the rebate expenditure exception requircments, the Town will contact bond
counsel and contract with a rebate calculation firm no later than two weeks after
the Town calculation to schedule a rebate calculation by a rebate calculation firm
so as to timely determine and pay rebate, if any.

[n addition to compliance with the rebate expenditure exceptions, the Town will
determine whether unexpended proceeds remain 3 years after the date of issue, or
if proceeds are likely to remain unexpended 3 years after the date of issue. If
either of the foregoing conditions exist, the Town will contact bond counsel for
guidance so as not to violate the three year temporary period regulations with
respect to the investment of bond proceeds, and thereby to take steps to preserve
the tax exemption of the bonds from which the unexpended proceeds derived.

Records.

a.

The Town will maintain records of the investment (including purchase and sale
price) and expenditure of bond proceeds, the property improved or acquired with
the bond proceeds, and the bond transcript constituting the documental evidence
of the issuance of the bonds. With respect to investments, to the extent funds are
commingled with other non proceeds, the Town wiii keep a record of all
investments of all the commingled funds, including but not limited to the

proceeds.

Compliance with Tax Documents.

a.

The provisions of these post issuance compliance procedures will be in addition to
the provisions of the tax regulatory agreement or other tax documents entered into

in conjunction with the issuance of the bonds.
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issuance of the bonds such as “replacement proceeds”. An example of
replacement proceeds is the establishment of a sinking or other fund accumulated
to pay debt service on bonds. The Town will confer with bond counsel in the
event it establishes a sinking fund, or if other amounts are pledged or set aside to
pay debt service.

c. “New Money” means Proceeds obtained from Bonds that when issued were not
refunding bonds.

6. Amendments.
The Director of Finance may amend these Written Procedures from time to time.

The Procedures shall be amended upon filing the same with the Town Council,
and, in the absence of objection from the Town Council the Written Procedures as

amended shall become effective.

RESOLUTION TC24-129: WHEREAS, Section 157 of Public Act No. 12-2 of the June 12, 2012 Special
Session of the Connecticut General Assembly (the “Act”) established a program, known as the Commercial
Property Assessed Clean Energy (C-PACE) program, to facilitate loan financing for clean energy improvements
to comimercial properties by utilizing a state or local assessment mechanism to provide security for repayment

of the loans; and

WHEREAS, the Act authorizes the Clean Energy Finance and Investinent Authority (the “Authority’), a public
instrumentality and political subdivision of the State charged with implementing the C-PACE program on
behalf of the State, to enter into a written agreement with participating municipalities pursuant to which the
municipality may agree to assess, collect, remit and assign, benefit assessments to the Authority in return for
energy improvements for benefited property owners within the municipality and for costs reasonably incurred

by the municipality in performing such duties; and

WHEREAS, the Commercial Property Assessed Clean Energy (“C-PACE”) Agreement (the “C-PACE
Agreement”) between the Town of Trumbull and the Authority, as attached hereto, constitutes the written

agreement authorized by the Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Town Council constituting the legislative body of the Town of
Trumbull, hereby approves the C-PACE Agrecment. and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED. that First Sclectman Timothy M. Herbst, be and same, 1s hereby authorized and directed,
on behalf of the Town of Trumbull, to execute and deliver the C-PACE Agreement, substantially in the form attached to
this Resolution, for the purposes provided therein, together with such other documents as he may determine to be
nccessary and appropriate to evidence, secure and otherwise complete the C-PACE Agreement

AN ORDINANCE FOR COLLECTION REQUIREMENTS FOR RESIDENTIAL RECYCLING HAULERS
WHO COLLECT AND TRANSPORT RECYCLABLES WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF TRUMBULL,

CONNECTICUT

WHEREAS, increasing recycling rates in the Town reduces the costs of high refuse disposal fees and saves
natural resources; and

WHEREAS, the Town seeks best practices for the collection of residential recyclables and to optimize
efficiencies in such collections; and
WHEREAS, decreasing the amount of traffic on roadways saves energy and reduces greenhouse gas emissions;

and

WHER AS, recycling containers larger than an eighteen gallon bin provide residents with more room to place
additional recyclables; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of this Ordinance to ensure that recycling haulers use best practices for collecting
residential recyclables by reducing the amount of truck traffic on Town roadways and to increase waste
reduction and recycling practices in the Town in order to protect the health, safety and welfare of its residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDAINED, That Chapter 8 Garbage and Trash of the
Trumbull Municipal Code is hereby amended to include Article V Requirements For Residential Recycling
Haulers. Resolution states as follows:

SECTION 1. DEFINITIONS:

For the purposes of this Ordinance, the following words, terms and phrases will have the following meanings:
Hauler shall mean the person or company in the business of collecting, transporting or disposing of residential
recyclables in the Town.

Residential Customer shall mean all residential structures with not more than two residential units that receive
periodic recycling collection service.

Private residences shall include all single- and multifamily homes and residential condominium units
Household Refuse means waste from the preparation, cooking and consumption of products used primarily in
private homes.

Recyclable Materials shall mean materials that include those materials designated as recyclable under the
regulations of the Connecticut Department of Energy and Environmental Protection, including aluminum and
steel food and beverage containers, glass food and beverage containers, newspaper, plastics coded #1 and #2,
corrugated cardboard, magazines, boxboard and residential high grade white and colored paper. The materials
shall also include mixed paper, plastics ceded #3-7, empty non-toxic aerosol cans, aseptic containers, and any
other materials that are included in the town-wide curbside recycling collection program.

Single Stream Recycling shall mean recyclables are collected in one container with no separation of materials
and shall include the items defined as recyclable materials in this ordinance.

Recycling Sorting Facility shall mean the facility where refiise collectors should deliver recyclable materials tor
sorting to a location, as designated by the Director of Public Works.

Town shall mean the town of Trumbull, Connecticut.

SECTION 2: COLLECTION SCHEBULE



Haulers shall pick up single stream household recyclable materials at a minimum of a bi-weekly basis and
household refuse at a minimum of a weekly basis from Town residential customers at their private residences.

SECTION 3: CONTAINERS

Haulers shall provide recycling containers that are at a minimum 65 gallon size with a secure lid and wheels for
moving.



RESOLUTION TC24-133: BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDAINED, That Chapter 8 Garbage and Trash of the
Trumbull Municipal Code is hereby amended to include Article VI Requirements For Commercial Recycling

Haulers.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE LICENSING AND DISPOSAL REQUIREMENTS FOR COMMERCIAL
REFUSE COLLECTORS WHO COLLECT AND TRANSPORT REFUSE WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF
TRUMBULL, CONNECTICUT

WHEREAS, the accumulation, removal and disposal of refuse within town boundaries must be controlled by
the municipality for the protection of the health, safety and welfare of the town residents; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter VIII, Article I Section 8-30 of the Town Municipal Code, the Director of
Public Works has the authority to regulate and license any refuse collector engaged in the collecting and
transporting of refuse within town boundaries; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter VIII, Article II Section 8-27 of the Town Municipal Code, each refuse
collector is required to obtain an annual license on or before July 1 to engage in the business of refiise collection

in the town; and

WHEREAS, the town is authorized by Connecticut General Statutes 22a-220a to designate the area where
refuse generated within its boundaries shall be disposed; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter VIII, Article II Section 8-31 of the Town Municipal Code, it is unlawful for
refuse collectors to transport any refuse outside the disposal area designated by the Director of Public Works;

and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter VIII, Article [ Section 8-57 of the Town Municipal Code, any refuse collector
can be fined up to ninety dollars ($390.00) for each violation of Article II and any section thereof and also have

its privilege to operate within town limits terminated; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of this Ordinance to obtain information regarding long-term solid waste planning in
the town, to reduce the volume of waste entering the waste stream and to protect the health, safety and welfare

of its residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDAINED, That Chapter 8 Garbage and Trash of the
Trumbull Municipal Code is hereby amended to include Article VI Requirements For Commercial Recycling
Haulers. Resolution states as follows:

SECTION 1 DEFINITI@NS
For the purposes of this Ordinance. the following words, terms and phrases wil] have the tollosing meanings
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Refuse shall mean all putrescible and nonputrescible solid and semi-solid wastes, such as garbage, rubbish,
bulky waste, paper, ashes, industrial waste, demolition and construction wastes, appliances, manure, vegetable
or animal solid and semi-solid wastes; and other discarded solid and semi-solid wastes including liquid wastes
disposed of in conjunction with solid wastes at solid waste transfer/processing stations or disposal sites, but
excluding sewage collected and treated in a municipal or a regional system, hazardous waste or radioactive
waste.

Transfer Statien shall mean that facility located at 101 Spring Hill Road in Trumbull.

Recyclable Materials shall mean materials that include those materials designated as recyclable under the
regulations of the Connecticut Department of Energy and Environmental Protection, including aluminum and
steel food and beverage containers, glass food and beverage containers, newspaper, plastics #1 and #2,
corrugated cardboard, magazines, boxboard and residential high grade white and colored paper. The materials
shall also include mixed paper, plastics coded #3-7, empty non-toxic aerosol cans, aseptic containers, and any
other materials that are included in the town-wide curbside recycling collection program.

Single Stream Recycling shall mean recyclables are collected in one container with no separation of materials
and shall include the items defined as recyclable materials in this ordinance.

Recycling Sorting Facility shall mean the facility where refuse collectors should deliver recyclable materials for
sorting as designated by the Director of Public Works.

Town shall mean the town of Trumbull, Connecticut.

SECTION 2: LICENSE REQUIRED

No person or entity shall operate as a refuse collector in the Town without a current license and registration
according to the regulations and conditions detailed in the town’s municipal code Chapter VIII, Article II,
Sections 8-27 — 8-31.

SECTION 3: RATES

Pursuant to the authority granted to the Director of Public Works in Chapter VIII, Article IT Section 8-30 (c),
the Director shall establish rates as they apply to the collection and disposal of refuse within the town limits.
Commercial coupons are available for purchase at 366 Church Hill Road, Trumbull for $8.00 for disposal up to
125 Ibs. of refuse or a one-time use coupon for $110.00 for up to 2,000 Ibs. of refuse. Demolition tickets are
available for $12.00 for up to 125 Ibs. of demolition materials (sheetrock, ceramic tile, bathroom fixtures,
plasterboard, plaster, asphalt shingles, cement, brick, or other designated demolition materials). Collection and
disposal of recyclables do not require coupons.

SECTION 4: LICENSEE REQUIREMENTS
