The Board of Directors of the Trumbull Housing Authority met for a regular meeting on 
Monday, November 22, 2010. 
 
Members Present:  Judi Stern, Chairperson 
                               Thelma Burr, Edward Coyne and Robert Marconi 
 
Also Present:           Harry Wise, Executive Director 
 
A quorum being present the Chairperson called the meeting to order at 7:20 p.m. 
 
Approval of Minutes 
 
MOTION MADE (Marconi), seconded (Burr) and unanimously carried to accept the 
minutes of the October 25, 2010 regular meeting, as presented.  
 
Treasurer’s Report 
 
The financial figures for the month of October were reviewed.   
 
The list of payables for the both the Congregate and the Village were presented and 
reviewed.   
 
The Executive Director summarized the status of the various budget accounts.   
 
There is currently a $4,000.00 overage in the Congregate’s services budget.  This was 
partially attributed to the two instances where there were five weeks within a month.  
Harry Wise indicated that this should normalize and did not foresee any need for concern.   
The Village area remains in good financial shape.   
 
The pension budget also showed an overage of $4,000.  The Executive Director 
commented that the problem could be related to the changeover to 457 retirement plan.  It 
was noted that this month’s figures indicate that the account is beginning to normalize.    
 
The $50,000.00 deposit into the STIF account was also noticed. 
 
New/Old Business 
 
The proposed contract between Charter Communications and the Housing Authority has 
been received.  This will be submitted to the attorney for review once information has 
been received from the State regarding property ownership.   
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A proposal in the amount of $3,020.00 from Roberto Electric Co. for new lighting 
fixtures in the Community Room was presented.  The Executive Director agreed to 
contact Roberto Electric to ensure that the disposal of the existing fixtures would be 
included.     
 
MOTION MADE (Coyne), seconded (Marconi) and unanimously carried to accept the 
proposal from Roberto Electric Co. in the amount of $3,020.00 for the replacement of all 
lighting fixtures in the Community Room.    
 
The next item on the agenda was discussion on the establishment of a Disaster Plan.  
Harry Wise informed that many of the surrounding housing authorities have such a plan 
in place.   
 
The Executive Director indicated that a plan could be drawn up for approximately $1,200 
to $1,500.  There was a consensus of agreement that this should be pursued and that a 
proposal be presented for review.   
 
The AT&T proposal for the new telephone network was presented and Harry Wise 
detailed the specifics of the system.  The total cost was $9,408.00 for both buildings.  The 
Executive Director will contact AT&T to determine how long the yearly maintenance fee 
of $650.00 will remain in effect.   
 
MOTION MADE (Marconi), seconded (Burr) and unanimously carried to accept the 
proposal as presented by AT&T for the installation of a new telephone system.     
 
The porch and concrete work has been completed satisfactorily.   
 
A suggestion was made to charge Village residents $1.00, when they participate in the 
Congregate’s entertainment program, which is paid through their budget.  Money would  
be utilized to purchase refreshments.  There was a consensus of agreement that this be 
implemented.   
 
There being no further business to discuss a motion was made by Robert Marconi and 
seconded by Thelma Burr to adjourn.  The November 22, 2010 meeting of the Trumbull 
Housing Authority adjourned at 7:52 p.m. with unanimous consent.
