Bids shall be received at the office of the Purchasing Agent, Town Hall, prior to the advertised hour of
opening, at which time all proposals will be publicly opened and read aloud. Any bid received after the
due date and time noted above shall not be accepted or opened.

ASSIGNMENT OF RIGHTS, TITLES, AND INTERESTS

Any assignment or subcontracting by a bidder, vendor, or contractor for work to be performed, or goods
And/or services to be provided, in whole or in part, and any other interest in conjunction with Town
Procurement shall not be permitted without the express written consent of the Town of Trumbull.

HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE

Bidder agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend the Town from and against any and all liability for
loss, damage or expense which the Town may suffer or for which the Town may be held liable by reason
of injury, including death, to any person or damage to any property arising out of or in any manner
connected with the operations to be performed under an agreement with the Town, whether or not due in
whole or in part of any act, omission or negligence of the Town or any of his representatives or
employees.

WORK REGULATIONS AND STANDARDS

All work activities performed in association with this request must be performed and completed
for the Town in accordance with current Federal, State and Local regulations. All services
performed shall also conform to the latest OSHA standards and/or regulations.
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13. INSURANCE
The successful proposer shall provide the Town Purchasing Agent with a Certificate of Insurance
before work commences.

Such notice shall be made by registered mail; postage
prepaid, to the Purchasing Agent, Town of Trumbull, Town Hall, Trumbull, Connecticut 06611.

In the event of cancellation, the contractor shall cease all operations on or before the effective date of said
cancellation and he shall not commence work again until he has obtained replacement insurance and has delivered
a Certificate of Insurance to the office of the Owner’s Purchasing Department.

14. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

No purchase shall be made from nor shall services (other than services as an officer, agent, or
employee of the Town) be secured from any officer or employee of the Town, or from any
partnership or corporation in which such officer or employee is a partner or officer, or holds a
substantial interest, unless such relationship and the fact that such purchase is contemplated shall
be made known in writing to the agency making such purchase, and notice thereof posted, for at
least five (5) days before such purchase be made , in the office of the agency making such
purchase and in a public place in the Trumbull Town Hall.

PROPOSAL, PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT BONDS
A Bid Bond payable to the Owner must accompany each Proposal for ten (10%) percent of the total amount of the
Proposal. As soon as the Proposal prices have been compared, the Owner will return the bonds of all except the
three lowest responsible Proposals. When the Agreement is executed, the bonds of the two remaining unsuccessful
Proposers will be returned. The Bid Bond of the successful Proposer will be retained until the Payment Bond and
Performance Bond have been executed and approved, after which it will be returned. A certified check may be
used in lieu of a Bid Bond.
A Performance Bond and a Payment Bond, each in the amount of 100 percent (100%) of the Contract Price, with a
corporate surety approved by the Owner, will be required for the faithful performance of the contract. Attorneys-
in-fact who sign the Bid Bonds or Payment Bonds and Performance Bonds must file with each bond, a certified
and effective dated copy of their power of attorney.
The party to whom the contract is awarded will be required to execute the Agreement and obtain the Performance
Bond and Payment Bond within ten (10) calendar days from the date when Notice of Award is delivered to the
Proposer. The Notice of Award shall be accompanied by the necessary Agreement and Bond forms. In case of
failure of the Proposer to execute the Agreement, the Owner may, at his option, consider the Proposer in default, in
which case the Bid Bond accompanying the proposal shall become the property of the Owner.
The Owner, upon receipt of acceptable Performance Bond, Payment Bond and Agreement signed by the
Contractor, shall sign the Agreement and return to the Contractor an executed duplicate of the Agreement within a
reasonable period of time. The returned executed Agreement by the Owner to the Contractor shall be accompanied
with a Notice to Proceed.
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SPECIFICATIONS
Should any Bidder find discrepancies in the Specifications, or be in doubt as to the exact meaning, notify the
Town at once. The Town may then, at their option, issue Addenda clarifying same. The Town shall not be
responsible for oral instructions or misinterpretations of Specifications.
The Town reserves the right to issue Addenda at any time prior to the Bid Opening. All such Addenda
become, upon issuance part of the Specification. Each Bidder shall cover such Addenda in the proposal and
shall acknowledge receipt of same on the blank provided therefore.
The Town reserves the right to require any or all Bidders to submit statements as to previous experience in
performing comparable work; and as to financial and technical organizations and resources available for this
work. The mere opening and reading aloud of a bid shall not constitute or imply the Town’s acceptance of
the suitability of a Bidder or the bid, nor shall possession of Drawings or Specifications constitute an
invitation to bid. The competency and responsibility of Bidders as well as the number of working days
required for completion will be considered in making an award.

EARTHWORK
Rigid pipe should be pulled wherever possible.

Trenches to be backfilled with clean material no rock larger than 1.5” graded to 1.5”-2” from
finished grade

Pipe to be bedded in 4” sand

Drain Pockets: Excavate to sizes indicated. Backfill with cleaned gravel or crushed stone,
graded from [3/4 to 3 inches], to [12 inches] below grade. Cover gravel or crushed stone with
sheet of asphalt-saturated felt and backfill remainder with excavated material.

Provide minimum cover over top of underground piping according to the following:
1. Irrigation Main Piping: Minimum depth of [18 inches] below finished grade.

2. Circuit Piping: [12 inches].

3. Drain Piping: [12 inches].

4. Sleeves: [24 inches].

PIPING INSTALLATION

Location and Arrangement: Drawings indicate location and arrangement of piping systems.
Install piping as indicated unless deviations are approved on Coordination Drawings.

Install piping at minimum uniform slope of 0.5 percent down toward drain valves.
Install piping free of sags and bends.

Install groups of pipes parallel to each other, spaced to permit valve servicing.
Install fittings for changes in direction and branch connections.

Install unions adjacent to valves and to final connections to other components with NPS 2 or
smaller pipe connection.

Install flanges adjacent to valves and to final connections to other components with NPS 2-
1/2 or larger pipe connection.

Install underground thermoplastic piping according to ASTM D 2774[ and ASTM F 690].
Install expansion loops in control-valve boxes for plastic piping.
Lay piping on solid subbase, uniformly sloped without humps or depressions.

Install PVC piping in dry weather when temperature is above 40 deg F. Allow joints to cure
at least 24 hours at temperatures above 40 deg F before testing.

JOINT CONSTRUCTION

Ream ends of pipes and tubes and remove burrs. Bevel plain ends of steel pipe.
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Remove scale, slag, dirt, and debris from inside and outside of pipe and fittings before
assembly.

Threaded Joints: Thread pipe with tapered pipe threads according to ASME B1.20.1. Cut
threads full and clean using sharp dies. Ream threaded pipe ends to remove burrs and restore
full ID. Join pipe fittings and valves as follows:

1. Apply appropriate tape or thread compound to external pipe threads unless dry seal threading
is specified.
2. Damaged Threads: Do not use pipe or pipe fittings with threads that are corroded or damaged.

Do not use pipe sections that have cracked or open welds.

Copper-Tubing Brazed Joints: Construct joints according to CDA's "Copper Tube
Handbook," using copper-phosphorus brazing filler metal.

Copper-Tubing Soldered Joints: Apply ASTM B 813 water-flushable flux to tube end unless
otherwise indicated. Construct joints according to ASTM B 828 or CDA's "Copper Tube

Handbook," using lead-free solder alloy (0.20 percent maximum lead content) complying
with ASTM B 32.

PVC Piping Solvent-Cemented Joints: Clean and dry joining surfaces. Join pipe and fittings

according to the following:

1. Comply with ASTM F 402 for safe-handling practice of cleaners, primers, and solvent cements.

2. PVC Pressure Piping: Join schedule number, ASTM D 1785, PVC pipe and PVC socket fittings
according to ASTM D 2672. Join other-than-schedule-number PVC pipe and socket fittings
according to ASTM D 2855.

3. PVC Nonpressure Piping: Join according to ASTM D 2855.

VALVE INSTALLATION

Aboveground Valves: Install as components of connected piping system.

Throttling Valves: Install in underground piping in boxes for automatic control valves.
Drain Valves: Install in underground piping in boxes for automatic control valves.
SPRINKLER INSTALLATION

Install sprinklers after hydrostatic test is completed.

Install sprinklers at manufacturer's recommended heights.

Locate part-circle sprinklers to maintain a minimum distance of 4 inches from walls and 2
inches from other boundaries unless otherwise indicated.

AUTOMATIC IRRIGATION-CONTROL SYSTEM INSTALLATION
Equipment Mounting: Install interior controllers on [wall].
1. Place and secure anchorage devices. Use setting drawings, templates, diagrams, instructions,

and directions furnished with items to be embedded.
2. Install anchor bolts to elevations required for proper attachment to supported equipment.
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Install control cable in same trench as irrigation piping and at least 2 inches below [or beside]
piping. Provide conductors of size not smaller than recommended by controller manufacturer.

FIELD QUALITY CONTROL
Perform tests and inspections.

Tests and Inspections:

1. Leak Test: After installation, charge system and test for leaks. Repair leaks and retest until no
leaks exist.

2. Operational Test: After electrical circuitry has been energized, operate controllers and
automatic control valves to confirm proper system operation.

3. Test and adjust controls and safeties. Replace damaged and malfunctioning controls and
equipment.

Any irrigation product will be considered defective if it does not pass tests and inspections.
Prepare test and inspection reports.

ADJUSTING

Adjust settings of controllers.

Adjust automatic control valves to provide flow rate at rated operating pressure required for
each sprinkler circuit.
